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Abstract

There is no doubt that the Iraqi contemporary poetic speech has been
an important branch to many studies because of its dominant political,
social and cultural formats that have made it a topic dealt by many and
large critical studies on its various directions and intellectual orientations.
This study came to reveal the ideological patterns carried by the Iraqi
contemporary poetic speech through publicity, which is a cultural icon
that reveals the beliefs of society and the way of its awareness and

thinking.

Through publicity, the poet encourages the culture he believes in to
influence the recipient and try to convince him of the encouraged
ideology, and gain his trust in it. He encourages a culture that he firmly
believes it will build a society and achieves its hopes and future

ambitions, investing in these mechanisms and strategies to reach his ideal

goals, which is to pass his new ideology in his poetic speech and

intellectual agendas.

The limits of research were determined temporally on a group of
contemporary Iraqi poets, from pioneers to 2003, as a result of the
intellectual, political, cultural and social transformations that took place
after 2003 in Iraq, which affected the visions, perceptions and ideas of
Iraqi poets after that period, and after that the mechanisms and publicity
strategies employed by poets changed as a result of the culture that took
place and the overlap of cultures and social media that invaded the
literary and cultural arena; therefore, that period needs a special study as

a finishing to this study.




The structure of the research plan included an introduction, a preface,
three chapters and a conclusion. The preface came with foundational
approaches to the study as (The Concept of Speech, the Concept of
Publicity — Its Beginnings and Development, and the Analytical
Approaches to Speech Publicity and Strategies of the Study).

The first chapter was entitled (Employing Textual Thresholds in the
Formation of Speech Publicity) and included three sections, the first was
entitled (Title of Speech and the Formation of Publicity Strategies) and
was divided into two parts: the first (external title) and the second
(internal title), the second section was entitled (Dedicative Speech and the
Formation of Publicity Strategies), and the third section was entitled
(Introduction Speech from the Authority of Celebration to the
Manufacture of a Hero) and was divided into two parts: The first (Self-

Introductory Speech), and the second (Altercative-Introductory Speech).

The second chapter, entitled (The Employment of Myth and Folk Tale
in the Formation of Publicity Speech), which was divided into two
sections: the first section dealt with the use of the Iraqi contemporary poet

for the Eastern and Western myth, while the second section referred to

the use of the Iraqi contemporary poet for the amazing folk tale and

realism.

The third chapter was entitled (Publicity Speech and the Making of
Cultural Identity) and was divided into two sections: the first section
discussed (Between the Declaration Beyond Postcolonial Identity and
Utopia), the researcher dealt with the declaration of postcolonial identity,

and the declaration of utopian identity, and the second section (The




Declaration of Gender identity) in which it dealt with the declaration of

feminist identity, and the declaration of male identity.

The study concluded with conclusions of the most important results of

the study, followed by a list of sources and references.

As for the approach adopted by the study in the analyzing the texts, it
adopted descriptive and analytical approaches through exploration in
Iraqi contemporary poetic speech and the explanation of its publicity
features inherent in it. Highlighting them, and showing them to public, as
well as benefiting from some of the mechanisms of the stylistic approach
in order to uncover the intended contents and reveal the secondary
publicity goals in them. The study benefited from some mechanisms of
the semiotic approach to detect the hidden connotations behind some
publicity signs. Also, the study benefited from the mythological approach
in revealing the publicity speeches contained in the poetic texts that
employed the myth, and do not forget that the last chapter was under the
umbrella of cultural studies by monitoring the formations of cultural

identity and disassembly of the secondary ideological publicity within

poetic contemporary texts. It is no secret that cultural studies have turned

to the research in asking of identity in detection and analysis, because of
its close connection with the psychological, social, and philosophical
dimensions that constitute the awareness of man of himself and the

different other.
