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The study consists of five chapters which are as following:

The first chapter: this chapter includes the introduction, the
importance or the significance of the thesis and the problem of the thesis.
The researcher presented the crux of the problem, which lies on there is
no specific tool which is based on scientific bases to measure the rate of
the contribution of information and communication technology in
improving the quality of the administrative performance of the managers
of the sports and activities in schools in Irag, so the researcher built a
measure of information and communication technology from the point
of view of technical supervisors in Irag, and the researcher has been
taken the measure of the quality of administrative performance of the
researcher (Marwan Waleed Suliman Al-Masery) and then found the
percentage of the contribution of information and communication
technology in improving the quality of administrative performance. And
the objectives of the thesis, they present in form of building a measure
of information and communication technology, adapting a measure of
the quality of administrative performance. So the objectives of the thesis
come to build a measure of information and communication technology,
in order to evaluate the measure of quality of administrative
performance, and try to know the level of quality of administrative
performance for managers of sports and school activity sections. As for



the human field, it is represented by the technical supervisors in the
directorates of the sports and school activity departments in Iraq, but the
Kurdistan region is exceptional or exempted, and the time space
represented by the time period from 9/2/2022 to 4/1/2023. But according
to place space represented by the departments of sport and school
activity in Iraqg.

Then the second chapter stated the theoretical studies, previous
studies ( Literature review) , and literaries which are related to the thesis
aspects. The third chapter included the thesis methodology and its field
procedures, as the descriptive approach was used in the survey method
(correlational relations) in order to be fit to the content of the thesis. The
sample and .collection of the thesis consist of technical supervisors in
the directorates of sport and school activity in Iraq the number of
technical supervisors were around (304) and the technical supervisors
of sample were around (190) with (20) technical supervisors for the
exploratory experiment, (100) technical supervisors for the main
experiment, and (70) technical supervisors for the two-scale application,
and the researcher followed all the steps related to building the scale or
measure.

The fourth chapter the most prominent results have been shown
results analysed and got and discussed to achieve the objectives of the
thesis. The fifth chapter the conclusions have been included among
which the results of the study showed that information and
communication technology have an importance within the sections of
sports and school activity by setting up a database for the department,
keeping files, and developing material capabilities and human resources.
The quality of the administrative performance of the directors of the
sports and school activity departments from the point of view of the
technical supervisors in Irag. The most important recommendations
were: The need to pay attention to prepare and organize specialized
training programs and courses, and holding seminars and panel
discussions in the field of (information and communication technology)
in order to improve the administrative performance of the directors of
sports and school activity departments in Iraq. And the need to develop
the administrative competencies related to the technological side of the
heads of sports and school activity departments in Irag, because of their
great role in the success of the institutions in which they work.
