This Chapter also inclusion an explanation for the investigational
experience and the aim of its procedure which been applied on (12)
students who are out of the sample of the research ,as well as the
explanation the practices of the instructional devices which are used in the
research ,the number of the instructional units. Further it has been
explained the pre-test and the post-test and the device of the statistical
remedies which have a relation with the task of the researcher .

This chapter inclusion offering the results which have been obtained by
using the statistical means ,then there results been put in tables and
manifestation figures which been discussed in an accurate scientific device
that been supported with elaborated scientific source .

The Fifth Chapter :

The researcher was able, through the displaying, analysis and discussion of the
results of the prior tests and posterior tests that were done to the sample of the
research, to reach the following conclusion:

e The use of Informing and Including method has great influence in learning
some basic hand ball skills for the pupils of the intermediate stage.

e Making all the pupils participate in the exercises according to their levels
with regard to their idiosyncrasies led to the improving of the process of
learning.

e The method of Informing and Including is more active and influential than
the Imperative method in developing hand ball basic skills for the pupils in
the intermediate stage .

e The Informing and Including method is suitable for the age of the pupils
and their mental and physical capabilities ,therefore the pupils will learn
faster .

e The repetition of the exercises makes the pupils gradually ,master the
gaining of muscles and nerves harmony which leads to the development of
learning the skills .

In the light of what has been reached ,the researcher recommend the following :

e The necessity of applying the method of Informing and Including in the
sports lesson because of its positive results in developing hand ball basic
skills .

e The necessity of using the method which is studied in this research in the
sports lessons for other stages to give the pupils the chance to show their
abilities chorally which would show their idiosyncrasies.

e The necessity of using the physical exercises which were done in the
research .

e The use of Gradation method in practising the physical exercises and to
grade from the easy exercise to the difficult one to give the pupils the
chance to show their physical and skillful abilities and to discover their
abilities and capabilities.
