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Abstract:

The educational process is one of the areas that has witnessed
many scientific changes and developments, in the belief in the role it can
play in building society and solving its problems. Modern educational
methods have emerged in which the center of activity in the learning
process shifts from the teacher to the learner, being the focus of the
educational process, as well as the emergence of methods that take into
account individual differences among learners. Multimedia is one of the
forms of modern education technology, as it is an educational system that
interacts functionally through the educational part. To achieve specific
goals and to achieve the best results, the importance of the research lies
in the use of multimedia educational units in creative thinking and
learning some scouting skills for students to be an expressive means used
by teachers and teachers to achieve good results.
research aims:

1. Preparing educational units using multimedia in creative thinking

and learning some scouting skills for students.

2. Knowing the effect of the multimedia educational units on students’

creative thinking.

3. Knowing the impact of educational units using multimedia in

learning some scouting skills for students.

The researcher adopted the experimental approach with tight control
in the manner of equal groups with pre and post tests due to its suitability
to the nature of the problem The research community was represented by
the students of the first academic year in the College of Physical
Education and Sports Sciences / University of Diyala for the academic
year 2021/2022, whose number is (208) students representing five
academic divisions through statistical confirmation from the Registration
Division.

The researcher took into account the distribution of the research
sample and choosing its sample randomly by The lottery was chosen, as
(24) students from Divisions (E and D) were selected, by (12) students
randomly from each division, to form a percentage of (11.53%), and the
researcher conducted his exploratory experiment on (10) students from
Division (A).



Based on what the research results showed and in the light of its
objectives and hypotheses, the researcher reached the following
conclusions:

1. The multimedia curriculum has a positive impact on creative
thinking and learning some scouting skills.

2. The multimedia curriculum has a significant impact on increasing
students' motivation to learn the scouting skills in question.

3. The mechanism of using multimedia was a good assistant for the
teacher in giving him the greatest opportunity to notice the
students and correct their mistakes positively.

In light of the results of the research and the conclusions reached, the
researcher recommends the following:

1. The necessity of adopting the multimedia educational curriculum
in learning the scouting skills under discussion for first-year
students to confirm the raising of the skill level.

2. Using the need to adopt multiple methods and methods for the
required learning because of its great impact in clarifying aspects
related to skillful performance, excitement and suspense.

3. The need to conduct similar studies on age groups and other
scouting skills and for both sexes.

4. Encouraging students to participate in the lesson by introducing
the factor of competition among them, satisfying their tendencies
for movement and excitement, and directing their sense of the
importance of creative thinking, competition and perseverance.
