The issue that the researcher took accumulates through his
experience during direct staying in touch with handball referees
of Iraq. He noticed that the sessions (which are held by Handball
Union in Iraq) aren’t enough to get the result because they take
three days only studying theoretical side ,so the researcher put
training curriculum (theoretical - physical) for handball referees.
Summary of research goals:

the knowledge in game law for second class referees in
handball.

b- To know the impact of this curriculum.

c- To know the relationship between the knowledge of game law
and some physical potentials in decision accuracy for second
class referees.

He assumed the following:

a- There are differences between pretest and post test for pilot
group of research in knowledge game law and some physical
potential.

b- There is a relationship between the knowledge of game law and
the physical potentials for the decision accuracy of the
handball referees on the other hand.

The field of research:

Human field: a pilot group (6 referees) from second class of
handball referees.

Chapter two: it contains the theoretical and similar study, which
contain many axis ,the most important of them is arbitration in
handball, also the requirement potentials and it’s importance for
handball referees for accuracy decision in addition , this chapter
contains tow other studies in relation to similar studies mentioned
above.

Chapter three: It contains curriculum and field procedures, the
searcher used trial curriculum of single pilot group ,also he took
the description of sample and instrumentals of research and



contains the tests which the researcher used to get the accuracy
results .
