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Abstract

The study aimed to construct the teaching competencies of physical
education teachers, along with constructing a measure of the
comprehensive management quality standards of school principals and
recognizing their level from supervisors' points of view. It also aimed to
identify the relationship, contribution and impact of the teaching
competencies of physical education teachers with the standards of
comprehensive management quality of school principals from
supervisors' points of view. Moreover, the study has adopted the
descriptive method in the style of correlational relationships, with a
sample of 164 supervisors who were randomly selected with a ratio of
(100%) from the 20 general directorates of education, distributed on (15)
Iragi provinces except the provinces of the Kurdistan Region of Irag.

The sample members were still in their jobs in the academic year
(2020/2021). They were, then, subdivided into three samples according to
the study requirements in the construction, experimentation and
application of the two measures in sequential systematic steps according
to the measurement and evaluation parameters in management. After the

completion of the survey on supervisors via the two measurement tools,

the results were processed with the (SPSS) system.

The researcher concluded that physical education teachers need support to
improve the level of their teaching competencies to levels that suit the
nature and specificity of their professional and scientific work. Physical
education teachers have a recommended level of competent scientific
knowledge of the lesson, and a level of competency of the use of
evaluation in the lesson which does not fit what the professional and
scientific requires in the lesson, and school principals need to raise the




level of comprehensive management quality standards to suit their
management work and achieve their ambitions and vision. As well,
school principals are in need of increasing the level of comprehensive
management quality standards to suit their management work and achieve
their ambitions and visions.

Furthermore, school principals have a recommended level of maintaining
professional standards in accordance with comprehensive quality, along
with a level of the standard to choose accurate evaluation tools that do not
meet the requirements of this process in these formations. Additionally,
the fields of teaching competences of physical education teachers are
positively related to areas of the comprehensive management quality
standards of their school principals except in terms of its association with
the standard of ensuring the quality of sports supplies availability. The
teaching competences of physical education teachers are linked to the
comprehensive management quality standards of their school principals
and positively affect their level increase, from the point of view of
supervisorss

Consequently, to state recommendations, it is necessary to include the

findings of sports management researches in school principals training

courses and the development of physical education teachers for the
specificity of what this major imposes and due to its difference from other
disciplines.

Moreover, it is necessary to adopt objective field measurement with
academically approved measuring tools to diagnose the strengths and
weaknesses in the teaching competencies of physical education teachers

and comprehensive management quality standards for school principals.
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It is also necessary to provide support and backing to school principals to
raise the standards of comprehensive management quality because of
their significance in the management of the educational institution in the
sports field.

It is equally necessary for the Ministry of Education to take into account
the availability of comprehensive management quality standards for
individuals who are to be in charge of schools' management by adopting
the results of studies in the field of sports management. It is also required
to conduct similar studies dealing with the views of students on the reality
of the teaching competences of physical education teachers and the

comprehensive management quality standards of school principals.
