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Abstract

The research aims the following:
1. Preparing educational units in a rapid learning style in visual

differentiation and learning some basic football skills for students.

2. Knowing the impact of educational units in the rapid learning style
in visual differentiation and learning some basic football skills for

students.

As for the hypotheses of the research were the following:
1. The educational units in the rapid learning style have a positive
impact on visual differentiation and learning some basic football

skills for students.

. The educational units in the accelerated learning style have
preference over the method used in visual differentiation and

learning some basic skills in football for students.

The research is limited to the following fields:
Human field: Second grade intermediate students in the Intermediate
School of Balat Al-Shuhada for Boys.

Time field: It is determined by the period from 16/10/2022 to 12/3/2023.

Spatial field: Intermediate playground of the Balat Al-Shuhada in
Baqubah District / Governorate of Diyala / Republic of Irag.

The researcher has adopted an experimental method with two groups
(experimental, and control) pre-tests and post-tests. The researcher has
identified the community of his research students of Intermediate schools

followed to General Directorate of Education / Governorate of Diyala.
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The research sample was represented by students of the second grade at
(Balat Al-Shuhada Intermediate School for Boys) about (40) student.
The sample was divided into two groups (experimental and control) with
(20) students in each group. The experimental group studied educational
units (16) by two educational units per week, and the researcher
conducted Pre-tests. Then applied the units (prepared for the experimental
group) and then the researcher conducted post-tests for the two groups
and identified the tools, variables, and tests and in light of the results the
researcher concluded the following:
1. Educational units in the rapid learning style have a positive impact
on increasing visual differentiation among second-grade

intermediate students.

2. The diversity and multiplicity of exercises led to the acquisition of
the three research skills (rolling, passing, and quenching, as well as

complex skills) and thus stabilizing and developing them.

3. The adaptation of exercises in the modules to the age of the
students and their level of sports culture has greatly helped in the

development of these skills in them.

4. Spreading the splendor of fun and pleasure, breaking the routine,
encouraging and performing exercises accurately and quickly and
distinguishing them from each other led to the increase of visual

differentiation among students.
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
