Abstract

The current research aims to find out (The Effect of the Strategy (Plus —
Minus - Attention) on the Attainment of Literary Texts among Preparatory
School Students) by verifying the validity of the following hypothesis:

- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance
(0.05) between the average scores of the experimental group students
who study literary texts according to the strategy (plus — minus -
attention) and the average scores of the control group who study literary

texts according to the usual method in the post-achievement test).

To achieve the aims of the research, the researcher chose an experimental
design with partial control of the two research groups (experimental and
control) and chose Mugdadiya Preparatory School for Girls of the Directorate of
Education of Governorate of Diyala / Muqgdadiya District intentionally to
conduct the experiment and included two sections for the fourth scientific grade
and in a random withdrawal manner. Section (B) was chosen to represent the
students of the experimental group that studied according to the strategy (plus —
minus - attention) while section (A) represents the students of the control group
that studied according to the usual method, The research sample reached (77)
female students, (39) female students in the experimental group and (38) female

students in the control group.

The researcher formulated (90) behavioral objectives that covered the eight
topics specified for the experiment and prepared teaching plans for the same
topics number was (16) plans, eight of which for the experimental group and
eight others for the control group, and presented
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The researcher equaled the two groups (experimental and control) statistically

in chronological age, Arabic language grades in the third intermediate grade,

and the academic attainment of parents.

The researcher herself studied eight topics from literary texts in the Arabic
language book for the fourth scientific grade, to be taught for the academic year
(2022-2023).

To measure the achievement of the students of the two groups in the
subjects studied during the experiment period. The researcher prepared the
research tool, which is the post-achievement test, which included (30) items of
the type (multiple choice, true and false, and supplementary) and after the
steadiness of its honesty, stability, and psychometric properties, it was applied
to the research sample.

After the researcher analyzed the data of the test statistically using the T-test
(T-test) for two independent samples to find out the significance of the
difference at the level of (0.05) between the two research groups in the
achievement, it became clear (there is a statistically significant difference
between the average scores of the experimental group students and the average
scores of the control group students for the benefit of the experimental group

students who studied literary texts with a strategy (plus — minus - attention).

In light of the result of the research, the researcher recommends several
recommendations, including:

1. The need for Arabic language teachers to adopt a strategy (plus - minus -
attention) in teaching literary texts for the fourth scientific grade and

other branches of the Arabic language.
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2. Benefiting from the teaching plans prepared by the researcher for the

strategy (plus — minus - attention) as being a new method in teaching in

general and in teaching literary texts in particular.

3. Moving away from the usual methods of teaching literary texts as much

as possible and benefiting from the results of the current study.

To complement this research, the researcher proposed several suggestions

including:

1. Conduct a similar study to the current study on males.

2. Conducting a study similar to the current study in another branch of the

Arabic language, such as grammar, for example.

3. Conducting a study similar to the current study in another academic
stage, such as the intermediate stage.
