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Chapter Three: This chapter contains the research methodology
and field procedures. The researcher used the descriptive survey
method and the correlation to suit the nature of the research, as it
included the construction of two scales: (the scale of obstacles to
teaching competencies) and (the scale of lesson management).

After completing the survey on teachers with the two measurement
tools, the results were processed using the SPSS system. The
researcher concluded that education teachers need support to
improve the level of applying their teaching competencies to levels
that are compatible with the nature and specificity of their
professional and scientific work. The researcher found a
significant weakness in the personal characteristics of the teacher
and education teachers need Sports to raise the level of lesson
managementin line with the requirements of the lesson objectives,
as the researcher found weakness in managing lesson time and
exploiting it to achieve the desired objectives of the lesson.

As for the most important recommendations, it is necessary to
adopt objective field measurement with academically approved
measurement tools to diagnose aspects of strength and weakness
in the teaching competencies of physical education teachers and
lesson management standards, and start providing support and
assistance to physical education teachers to raise the level of
lesson management for them because of their importance in

, managing the educational institution in the field of sports
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of scientific material to them from the point of view of teachers of
physical education.

The research objectives were:

1. Constructing a measure of obstacles to the application of
teaching competencies for slow learners from the point of
view of physical education teachers.

2. Building a physical education lesson management scale

3. Identifying the relationship between the obstacles to the
application of teaching competencies and lesson management
from the point of view of physical education teachers.

The researcher identified the research areas as follows:

1. The human field: physical education teachers at the General
Directorate of Diyala Education.

2. The spatial field: the primary schools affiliated to the General
Directorate of Diyala Education in Baquba district

3. Time range: the period from 1/11/2022 to 10/7/ 2023.
