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Abstract

The current research aims to identify (effective study skills and predictive
thinking and their relationship to the achievement of history among fifth
grade literary students in Diyala Governorate) .

The current research aims to identify:

1- Effective study skills among fifth grade literary students.

2- Significance of differences in effective study skills among students in
the literary fifth grade, according to the gender variable (male, female).
3- Predictive thinking among fifth grade literary students.

4- Significance of differences in predictive thinking among fifth grade
literary students according to the gender variable (male, female).

5- The academic achievement of the fifth grade literary students.

6-The correlation between effective study skills and academic
achievement among students in the fifth literary grade.

7-Significance of differences in the correlation between effective study
skills and academic achievement according to the gender variable (male,
female).

8- The correlation between predictive thinking and academic achievement
among fifth grade literary students.

9-Significance of differences in the correlation between predictive
thinking and academic achievement among fifth grade literary students
according to the gender variable (male, female).

10-The extent to which effective study skills and predictive thinking
contribute to predicting academic achievement among fifth grade literary
students.

The population of the current study consists of (11894) who are
students of the fifth literary grade in Diyala Governorate. Stratified
randomly distributed proportionally from the research community.

As for the research tools, the research required the existence of two tools
to measure effective study skills and predictive thinking, and after
reviewing the literature and previous studies, the researcher adapted the
measure of effective study skills that was built by (Al-Tikriti, 2021) and
based on information processing theory, where the final form of the scale
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Is (54). A paragraph distributed among six domains, namely (active
reading, summarization, memorization, review, focus, motivation). Four
alternatives were developed for the scale, which are (always, often,
sometimes, never), and scores were given (4, 3, 2, 1) for paragraphs The
scale, as for the second tool, it is the predictive thinking scale, so the
researcher adopted the predictive thinking scale of (Zaki, 2020), which is
composed in its final form of (58) items distributed over four domains,
which are (reflection, expectation, adaptation, perception), and (4) were
identified. Alternatives to suit the preparatory stage, so she chose the
answer alternatives to be graded with four levels for each paragraph,
which are (always, often, sometimes, never) to suit the preparatory stage
and correct the scale on the basis of giving weights ranging (4, 3, 2, 1)
respectively for the paragraphs The positive scale and vice versa for the
negative paragraphs. . The researcher analyzed the paragraphs of the two
scales statistically by extracting the discriminatory power. The researcher
also extracted the psychometric characteristics of the paragraphs from the
validity (apparent and constructive) and stability by two methods (re-test,
Cronbach's alpha). To process the data statistically using the statistical
package (SPSS), the discriminatory power equation was used, and the t-
test (T _Test). ) for two independent samples, Pearson's correlation
coefficient, the alpha-Cronbach equation, the t-test, the one-sample
random test, the t-test for the significance of the correlation coefficient,
and multiple regression analysis.

In the light of the results of the current research, the researcher
reached the following conclusions:

1-The students of the fifth literary grade have reached an age stage
characterized by maturity and cognitive balance, which enabled them to
possess cognitive skills and abilities commensurate with the nature of the
age and academic stage, in addition to their possession of previous
academic experiences that helped them practice effective study skills.
2-The prevailing values and traditions in the society that give males the
exercise of greater responsibilities compared to females, which contribute
to the possession of males of previous experiences as a result of their
exposure to daily stimuli, affected the result of the current study, with the
presence of statistically significant differences in the possession of the
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research sample of effective study skills according to the gender variable
(male-female).

3-The realization of the research sample that achieving success is with the
least effort and time possible through reviewing, effective reading, and
memorizing the material for the longest period in order to achieve their
educational goals. It contributed to the existence of a positive direct
relationship between effective study skills and academic achievement
among the research sample.

4-The research sample was able to employ cognitive abilities and skills to
plan and predict future situations and events, including those related to
final exams and how to achieve success and high rates in the subsequent
academic stages, which contributed to the existence of a statistically
significant direct correlation between predictive thinking and academic
achievement of the research sample.

5-The contribution of effective study skills and predictive thinking by
predicting the degrees of academic achievement for the research sample
came as a result commensurate with the positive correlations between the
research variables.

3-Organizing seminars and workshops for history teachers to demonstrate
the importance of using modern teaching strategies and methods that
work to develop effective study skills and predictive thinking among fifth
grade literary students.

4-Enriching a program for preparing history teachers in educational
colleges with the principles of effective study skills and predictive
thinking.

5-Benefiting from the two measures of effective study skills and
predictive thinking by researchers in the future.
