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Abstract

Part one: -research definition

2- The existence of spiritual differences at 0.05 level in
learning some basic skills in basketball between the two
groups (the experimental and the controller) and the

result is to the experimental group benefit.
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3- The happening of general positive learning transferring
from mini games used in the research to goaling, ball
transferring and ball patting skills.

Part two: - Theoretical and similar studies

This part contains subjects about dynamic learning, its basis
and its stages. It contains also the transferring of learning effect
and its major cores like its types, methods importance and the
duties which we have to consider to make use of transferring the
effect of learning. This part contains also the mini games and its

basic cores in addition to discussing some similar studies .

Part three: - Research Approach and Its Field measurements

The experimental approach includes a sample of (28) students
of controller group and (29) students of the experimental one. The
independent variable (mini games) was included in the primary
part of the lesson for the experimental group. While the controller
group followed the traditional way in the items taught. The
researcher used the tools, references and the test that have a
relation with the subject to achieve the research goals.

Part five: - conclusions and Recommendations

1- There are spiritual differences between the par and
post tests. These differences are to the side of the post
tests for the experimental group which ensures the
effectiveness of the mini games in learning basic skills
in basket ball.

2- The existence of spiritual differences among the post
tests for the two groups (controlling and experimental)
and to the side of the experimental one which confirms
the effectiveness of the independent variable in
acquiring dynamic experiences for the experimental
group.

3- The loss of the spiritual differences between pre and
post tests for the controlling group a thing that
confirms the weakness of the effectiveness of the
traditional approach used in the primary and final
parts of the lessons given by the physical education
