The present simple tense is a grammatical tense used to describe actions or
states that are currently happening, habitual actions, general truths, or facts.
It is one of the most basic and commonly used tenses in English.

Structure:
1. Affirmative Form:
- For most subjects: base form of the verb (e.g., "I walk," "They eat™).

- For third person singular (he, she, it): base form + -s or -es (e.g., "He
walks," "She watches").

2. Negative Form:

- Use "do not" (don’t) or "does not" (doesn’t) + base form of the verb (e.g.,
"I do not (don't) like," "He does not (doesn't) play").

3. Interrogative Form:

- Use "do" or "does" + subject + base form of the verb (e.g., Do you
play?", "Does she work?").

Usage:
1. Habitual Actions:

- Describes habits or regular activities (e.g., ""'She goes to the gym every
day.").

2. General Truths/Facts:

- States facts that are true (e.g., "Water boils at 100 degrees Celsius.").



3. Scheduled Events:

- Describes scheduled events in the future (e.g., "The train departs at 6
PM.").

4. Instructions or Directions:

- Provides instructions (e.g., "First, you add the flour.").

By using the present simple, speakers convey a sense of immediacy or
timelessness related to the action or state being described.
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
