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Abstract

Among the many series of wars against our dear country, Iraq, Diyala
Governorate was subjected to many combat operations that claimed
the lives of huge numbers of people and many orphans there,
according to reports of the Iragi Ministry of Planning and statistics of
schools, UNICEF, charitable organizations and societies. Due to the
difficulty of counting the number of orphaned children, the researcher
decided to study this research to answer the question. The following
questions: What is the reality of orphan children in Diyala
Governorate in terms of living, health and education? Despite the
weakness of the segment of orphan children, they constitute a large
percentage of the numbers and population of the country, especially
Diyala Governorate .Childhood is considered a foundation and the
basic stage in human life, and it is necessary to know the defects
occurring in orphan children for treatment, correction, and finding
solutions in order for them to grow in a sound and correct way. Many
orphan children have reached high levels of education and prestigious
centers, so they must be cared for from the beginning and provided
with assistance. The researcher relied on a purposive sample in her
research, as she extracted children aged (4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11) years
who were covered by monthly sponsorship from the Al-Nagaa
Charitable Society from various regions of Diyala Governorate,
numbering (404) orphans. The researcher used the method of
collecting information, translating it, and classifying it into age,
educational, health, and living categories. The concerned authorities
must inventory and number all the orphans in the governorate and Al-
Fitr, and classify them according to those without a father, those
without a mother, those without both, the nature of housing, the stage
of study, age, gender, residential area, standard of living, health care,
including chronic diseases, the disabled, and those with special needs
based on Special residential complexes for orphan families and
ownership for them. Building two residential homes belonging to the
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stateln each governorate, orphans of both genders are cared for.
Allocating a monthly stipend to each orphan until he has a job or a
salary or inherits priority for orphans in the stages of medical
treatment, including examination, treatment, and operations. All state
employees and those who are able to participate in the campaign of a
thousand dinars every month to support orphans throughout lIraq.
