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Abstract  
This study aims to identify the effect of flashcards on the 
achievement of fifth-grade science students in the Arabic 
language subject. To achieve the study's objective, the 
researchers formulated the following null hypothesis  

There are no statistically significant differences at a 
significance level of (0.05) between the average scores of 
students in the experimental group, who will study using 
flashcards, and the average scores of students in the 
control group, who will study the same subjects using the 
traditional method, in the achievement test  
The researchers used the experimental method with 
partial control. The current research community consisted 
of (3785) female students from the fifth scientific grade at 
Al-Fadhilat Secondary School for Girls affiliated with the 



 

 

 
 

Diwaniyah Education Directorate. They were distributed 
into two groups, with (32) female students in the 
experimental group and (33) female students in the 
control group. The researchers taught the experimental 
group the recurring cards, and the control group was 
taught in the traditional way. The researchers used the 
research tool using the achievement test that the 
researchers developed. The researchers formulated 
behavioral objectives in light of the general objectives of 
the subject, and their number reached (60) behavioral 
objectives. In order to verify their validity and 
comprehensiveness of the scientific subject, they were 
presented to a group of experts and specialists in the 
Arabic language, its teaching methods, curricula, 
measurement and evaluation. The researchers took into 
account the levels of (remembering, understanding, 
application, analysis, synthesis and evaluation) in 
formulating these objectives. The researchers also 
prepared this test to determine the effect of the recurring 
cards strategy on achievement and reading. Literary texts 
among fifth-grade science students  
The researchers used statistical methods, including the t-
test, chi-square (Ka2), Pearson's correlation coefficient, 
and eta square  
The researchers concluded that the flashcard strategy is 
one of the strategies that develops thinking, as it 
broadened students' cognitive horizons through research, 
questioning, and exploration of facts. This had a 
significant impact on increasing their achievement in 
literature and text topics. Involving students in the lesson 
through flashcards may have provided an enriching 
opportunity for engaging them in the lesson, making them 
more capable and effective in dialogue and discussion. 
Based on the results of the current study, the researchers 
recommended that Arabic language teachers be made 
aware of the importance of being informed about 
educational developments, particularly the flashcard 



 

 

 
 

strategy. This strategy is crucial for understanding the 
subject and the meanings, linguistic vocabulary, and style 
it conveys, embodying the status of the Arabic language 
and its impact on students' academic achievement and 
achievement. The researchers also proposed developing a 
curriculum based on the flashcard strategy for middle 
school and conducting a study on the flashcard strategy in 
developing students' creative writing.
