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What is the website?

A website, also written as web site, or simply site, is a set of related web pages typically
served from a single web domain. A website is hosted on at least one web server, accessible
via a network such as the Internet or a private local area network through an Internet
address known as a Uniform resource locator. All publicly accessible websites collectively
constitute the World Wide Web.

What is the Web page?

A webpage is adocument, typically written in plain text interspersed with formatting
instructions of Hypertext Markup Language (HTML, XHTML). A webpage may

incorporate elements from other websites with suitable markup anchors.

Webpages are accessed and transported with the Hypertext Transfer Protocol (HTTP),
which may optionally employ encryption (HTTP Secure, HTTPS) to provide security and
privacy for the user of the webpage content. The user's application, often a web browser,
renders the page content according to its HTML markup instructions onto a display

terminal.

The pages of a website can usually be accessed from a simple Uniform Resource Locator
(URL) called the web address. The URLs of the pages organize them into a hierarchy,
although hyperlinking between them conveys the reader's perceivedsite structure and
guides the reader's navigation of the site which generally includes a home page with most
of the links to the site's web content, and a supplementary about, contact and link page.

Some websites require a subscription to access some or all of their content. Examples of
subscription websites include many business sites, parts of news websites, academic
journal websites, gaming websites, file-sharing websites, message boards, web-
based email, social networking websites, websites providing real-time stock market data,
and websites providing various other services (e.g., websites offering storing and/or sharing

of images, files and so forth).
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Web site functions:-

Websites have many functions and can be used in various fashions; a website can be
apersonal website, a commercial website, agovernment website or a non-profit
organization website. Websites can be the work of an individual, a business or other
organization, and are typically dedicated to a particular topic or purpose. Any website can
contain a hyperlink to any other website, so the distinction between individual sites, as

perceived by the user, can be blurred.

What is the WWW?

The term WWW refers to the World Wide Web or simply the Web. The World Wide Web
consists of all the public Web sites connected to the Internet worldwide, including the client
devices (such as computers and cell phones) that access Web content. The WWW is

just one of many applications of the Internet and computer networks.

Web design process:-

When building a website there is a process that most designers use. This process covers all

the steps from deciding on a website to building it and putting them live.

While all of the steps are important, the amount of time you spend on them is up to you.
Some designers prefer to plan a lot before building while others spend little or no time on

marketing. But if you know what the steps are you can decide which ones you don't need.

Definition - What does Web-Based Application mean?

A Web-based application refers to any program that is accessed over a network connection
using HTTP, rather than existing within a device’s memory. Web-based applications often
run inside a Web browser. However, Web-based applications also may be client-based,
where a small part of the program is downloaded to a user’s desktop, but processing is done

over the Internet on an external server. Web-based applications are also known as Web

apps.

What is the HTTP?

is short for Hyper Text Transfer Protocol. HTTP is the underlying protocol used by the
World Wide Web and this protocol defines how messages are formatted and transmitted,

and what actions Web servers and browsers should take in response to various commands.

For example, when you enter a URL in your browser, this actually sends an HTTP

command to the Web server directing it to fetch and transmit the requested Web page. The
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other main standard that controls how the World Wide Web works is HTML, which covers

how Web pages are formatted and displayed.

What is the URL?

URL is the abbreviation of Uniform Resource Locator. URL is the global address of

documents and other resources on the World Wide Web.

Parts of a URL

The first part of the URL is called a protocol identifier and it indicates what protocol to use,
and the second part is called a resource name and it specifies the IP address or the domain
name where the resource is located. The protocol identifier and the resource name are

separated by a colon and two forward slashes.

For example, the two URLs below point to two different files at the domain
webopedia.com. The first specifies an executable file that should be fetched using the FTP

protocol; the second specifies a Web page that should be fetched using the HTTP protocol.

What is the website?

A Web site is a related collection of World Wide Web (WWW) files that includes a
beginning file called a home page. A company or an individual tells you how to get to their
Web site by giving you the address of their home page. From the home page, you can get to
all the other pages on their site. For example, the Web site for IBM has the home page

address of http://www.ibm.com.
What is a Client?

A client is a piece of computer hardware or software that accesses a service made available
by a server. The server is often (but not always) on another computer system, in which case

the client accesses the service by way of a network.
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What are the benefits of website?

The Internet is a global network connecting millions of computers. More than 190

countries are linked into exchanges of data, news and opinions.

Is Web and Internet the Same?

The Internet is not synonymous with World Wide Web. The Internet is a massive network
of networks, a networking infrastructure. It connects millions of computers together
globally, forming a network in which any computer can communicate with any other
computer as long as they are both connected to the Internet. The World Wide Web, or
simply Web, is a way of accessing information over the medium of the Internet. It is an

information-sharing model that is built on top of the Internet.

Internet based services

1- World Wide Web (WWW)

The World Wide Web is commonly known as web. It is a network of web servers that
stores web pages. The web pages are connected to each other using hyperlinks. The user
can jump from one page to another by clicking the hyperlinks. The web web pages are
accessed using web browsers. The HTTP (Hyper Text Transfer Protocol) protocol is used

for communication between browser and web servers.

2- E-Mail

E-mail stands for electronic email. It is the most popular service provided by the Internet.

4- File Transfer Protocol (FTP)

FTP stands for File Transfer Protocol. It is a way for transferring files from one computer
to another. The process of transferring a file from a server (or remote computer) to local
computer is calleddownloading. Similarly, the process for transferring a file from local

computer to the server on the Internet is called uploading.

5- Gopher

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What is the Web Server?

A Web server is a program that uses HTTP (Hypertext Transfer Protocol) to serve the files
that form Web pages to users, in response to their requests, which are forwarded by their
computers' HTTP clients. Dedicated computers and appliances may be referred to as Web

servers as well.

On the other words, Web servers are computers that deliver (serves up) Web pages. Every
Web server has an IP address and possibly a domain name. For example, if you enter the
URL.

What is the web browser?

Short for Web browser, a browser is a software application used to locate, retrieve and
display content on the World Wide Web, including Web pages, images, video and other

files.

On the other words, Web Browsers are software installed on your PC. To access the Web,
you need a web browser, such as Netscape Navigator, Microsoft Internet Explorer or

Mozilla Firefox.
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What is the hyperlink?

A hyperlink is an element in an electronic document that links to another place in the same
document or to an entirely different document. Typically, you click on the hyperlink to

follow the link. Hyperlinks are the most essential ingredient of all hypertext systems,
including the World Wide Web.
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What is the W3C?

Short for World Wide Web Consortium, an international consortium of companies involved
with the Internet and the Web. The W3C was founded in 1994 by Tim Berners-Lee, the
original architect of the World Wide Web. The organization's purpose is to develop
open standards so that the Web evolves in a single direction rather than being splintered
among competing factions.

What is the DNS?

DNS is a short for Domain Name System (or Service or Server), an Internet service that
translates domain names into IP addresses. Because domain names are alphabetic, they're
easier to remember. The Internet however, is really based on IP addresses. Every time you
use a domain name, therefore, a DNS service must translate the name into the
corresponding IP address. For example, the domain name www.example.com might
translate t0198.105.232.4.

What is the HTML?

HTML (Hypertext Markup Language) is the set of markup symbols or codes inserted in a
file intended for display on a World Wide Web browser page. The markup tells the Web
browser how to display a Web page's words and images for the user. Each individual
markup code is referred to as an element (but many people also refer to it as a tag). Some
elements come in pairs that indicate when some display effect is to begin and when it is to
end.

The purpose of building the website

Whether your website is for business or personal interest, there are a number of things you
have to consider before you start actually building your site. The first step should be
deciding on the purpose of the website.

The purpose of the website will influence the style, the website technologies required,

hosting costs and budget required for your website.
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Types of websites

1. Make Money with Website

A site built to make money from your website will require things like a way for the visitor
to pay for the items, a shopping cart if you have a lot of things for them to purchase and
security features to protect the purchaser's information. To give a good impression of your

business your site needs to give a professional appearance.

One thing you have to consider is if you are going to allow visitors to add
comments or additional resources to your site. This would require additional features from

your website hosting.
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Websites Built for Family and Friends

Family and friends websites would have a less formal feel. For this type of site you would
also have to consider if your family and friends will be permitted to automatically add to
the content of your website. Again, this would require additional features from your

website hosting.
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
